Dear Coach/Team Manager: 
 
      The Bethesda Soccer Club is pleased to accept your team to participate in our thirty-fifth Annual 
Bethesda Premier Cup presented by Koons Ford of Silver Spring and Adidas.  Once again this year we will 
be hosting one of the largest tournaments in the country with outstanding competition and we are really are 
excited about the event in a couple of weeks. 
 
A copy of your game schedule, tournament rules, and playing locations will be provided to you on the 
tournament website no later than October 31st. In addition, information will be available on Premier Cup 
Live, which will be rolled out on November 1st. You will be notified of any necessary changes in the 
schedule or playing fields at either the tournament registration or by email.   The U16, U17, U18 and U19 
age groups will play one game per day and each team will play on Friday, November 16th with games 
beginning as early as 8 a.m.  Please note that due to the large number of teams and the short supply of 
lighted fields, it will be very difficult to accommodate any scheduling requests for Friday. All other age 
group tournament games will begin early on Saturday, November 17th and will continue until the finals are 
played on Sunday, November 18th. 
 
TEAM REGISTRATION: 
 
Friday, November 16th    Maryland SoccerPlex  U16 - U19  8 a.m. – 8 p.m. 
Friday, November 16th     Maryland SoccerPlex  U9 – U16  3 p.m. – 8 p.m. 
 
All teams must register either on-line or in-person during one of the times listed above. Each team should 
have available your 2018-2019 certified team roster, current player passes for all players and authorized 
permission to travel form (if appropriate).   Our tournament accepts both USYSA and US Club affiliated 
teams.  If your team needs guest players, please use the form that is available on-line. Guest players must 
have a current card that is the same affiliation that your team is registering as and a roster with guest 
players in the U9 & U10 age groups cannot go above 14 present at the tournament, U11 & U12 cannot 
exceed 16 players, and U13 through U19 teams can have up to 22 guest players at the tournament.  Also, all 
players must participate with their primary carded team if they are registered in the tournament, with the 
exception of club carded players. The Guest Player Form is due by November 7th.   
 PLEASE UNDERSTAND THAT EACH OF THESE DOCUMENTS WILL BE CHECKED AT 
REGISTRATION.   FAILURE TO PROVIDE ANY OF THESE NECESSARY DOCUMENTS 
WILL PRECLUDE YOUR TEAM’S PARTICIPATION IN THE TOURNAMENT.

The Tournament Committee will retain a copy of your certified team roster and the permission to travel 
form if necessary. Teams that have not checked in and are not present at the ending time (8 p.m. at the 
SoccerPlex) will be assessed a $100 (cash only) penalty in order to register for the tournament.  Teams 
will not be allowed to register at the site on Saturday  
 
Each team that is participating in the tournament this year will be asked to provide a field marshal for 
their game when listed as the home team.  The age group coordinators will work with each team to 
confirm the game(s) that each team is responsible to provide a field marshal and instructions. 
 
ON-LINE REGISTRATION: 
 
The deadline for Girls Premier Cup on-line registration is Friday, October 26th and deadline for Boys 
Premier Cup on-line registration is Friday, November 2nd.   On-line registrations will not be accepted after 
the deadline dates under any circumstances. If teams miss the on-line registration or have changes to their 
roster after they submit their information, they must attend the in-person registration listed above.

COLLEGE PLAYER DATA FORMS (U16 – U19): 
 
We are pleased to announce that we have partnered with CaptainU again this year to create player profile 
books to be given out to college coaches at the tournament.

On Saturday, November 17th at the Gaithersburg Hilton, the tournament will again provide a college 
recruiting seminar at 7:30 p.m. for the U15 through U19 players and parents, led by a panel of collegiate 
coaches. This event has always been very well attended and each college division is represented at the 
seminar.  Discussion items include recruitment, visits, scholarships, financial aid, what the schedule is like 
for a collegiate soccer player, etc.  We advise you to come early to get the best possible seat.
